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Neighbors Fight Proposed RV Park Related To Story

Planning Commission Delays Decision For
Months
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BELLEVUE, Neb. -- Sarpy County families said they
don't want a new RV park anywhere near their homes.

Developers said they want to build south of Bellevue near
the Platte River at a site between 38th Street and Paradise

Nearly 100 homeowners at Chris, Hanson and Betty Lakes
said they want to keep the project from happening.

Developer Frank Krejci said the proposed Leisure Village is designed to be a high-class
recreational vehicle facility that caters to higher-end mobile homes.
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"What we're looking as a concept today is an upscale recreational vehicle development at this
location," said Krejci's attorney, Jim Lang.

Homeowners said they want more answers about the project, including how the builder plans to
take care of sewage and other environmental concerns. They said they also want to know what the
park will do to the value of their homes, some of which are worth $500,000 or more.

"To bring an RV park in, we're not sure if that's what we'd like to bring to the area," said

homeowner Mike McKernan.

"It is contrary to the desires of our community,” said homeowner Chip Frazier. "It is inconsistent
with Bellevue's future growth plans and it pre-empts the best long-term use of the land.”
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
