To The Sarpy County Board of Commissioners:

The Sarpy County Planning Commission held a regular meeting on September 19, 2007 in the County Board Room at the Sarpy County Courthouse, Papillion, Nebraska.  Chairman Wear called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. with the following members present:  Susan Bliss, Courtney Dunbar, David Fanslau, Don Fenster, Bill Krebs, Alan Wear, Tom Wees and Doug Whitfield.  Absent were:  Mechele Burry, Stacey Gross and Greg Gonzalez.  Also in attendance and introduced were the staff members:  Nicole O’Keefe, Deputy County Attorney, Ken Tex, Planning & Building Director and Cindy Gilbert, Recording Secretary.

Chairman Wear noted that a copy of the Open Meeting Law is posted in the Board Room.

Chairman Wear stated the agenda had been amended to include Item #D – Proposed amendments to the Sarpy County Zoning Ordinance pertaining to Wireless Tower Regulations.
Chairman Wear asked for a motion to approve the agenda.

Wees moved, seconded by Fanslau to approve the agenda as amended.  Ballot:  Ayes- Bliss, Dunbar, Fanslau, Fenster, Krebs, Wees, Whitfield and Wear. Nays- none.  Abstain- none.   Absent- Burry,  Gonzalez and Gross.  Motion carried.

Chairman Wear asked for a motion to approve the minutes. 

Don Fenster noted a correction to the minutes.   Replace the sentence “At 9:14 p.m., Commissioner Whitfield left the meeting, therefor no action was taken by the commission due to the lack of quorum” with “After County Administrator Mark Wayne criticized the Planning Commission and, Doug Whitfield, in particular for “nit-picking” Mark Wayne’s proposals, Doug Whitfield left the meeting, therefore, no action was taken by the commission due to a lack of a quorum.  The meeting ended at 9:14 p.m.”
   Wees moved, seconded by Krebs to approve the minutes as corrected.  Ballot:  Ayes – Fenster, Krebs, Wees and Wear.   Nays- Bliss and Whitfield.  Abstain - Dunbar. Absent - Burry, Gonzalez and Gross.   Motion carried. 

I.       CONSENT AGENDA ITEMS:   Note:  All consent items are automatically approved when the consent  agenda is approved  unless removed  by a board member.  Removed items will be placed under Regular Agenda Items for action by the Planning Commission.  None.

II.        REGULAR AGENDA ITEMS: 
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Pat and Cheryl Urzendowski, 12236 P Street, Omaha request approval of a Special Use Trailer Permit to allow a single wide mobile home for recreational use only on the following described property, to wit:  Lot 26W, Carl Schmid Park located in Section 28, Twp 13N, Rng 12E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska  (99th Street, one mile south of Mitchell Road)
Ken Tex said this is the new owner of a trailer that has been there for many years.  He noted we generally  approve these for a period of three years, renewable by publication.

Whitfield moved, seconded by Dunbar to recommend approval of a Special Use Trailer Permit for      a period of three years, renewable upon publication.  Ballot:  Ayes – Bliss, Dunbar, Fanslau, Fenster, Krebs, Wees, Whitfield and Wear.  Nays – none.  Abstain – none.  Absent – Burry, Gonzalez and Gross.  Motion carried.
B.
Feldhacker Investment Company, LLC (with Thompson, Dreessen & Dorner, Inc.), 10836 Old Mill Road, Omaha requests approval of a Preliminary/Final Plat for a subdivision to be known as Chalco Industrial Park South on the following described property, to wit:  Being a platting of Tax Lot 5A in the NW1/4 of the SE1/4 of Sec 14, Twp 14N, Rng 11E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska, together with part of the NE1/4 of the SW1/4 of said Section 14, lying east of the Centerline of a Creek and North of the Chicago Burlington and Quincy Railroad Right-Of-Way.  (150th & Chandler Road)
Ken explained that these are currently tax lots and have been as far back as the 1960’s.  The old town of Chalco sits to the north, Burlington Northern Railroad is on the south side.  There is an existing building on the eastern portion of the parcel  and two smaller buildings on the other side.  The only difference this is going to make is that there will be a lot line that will separate the large building from the two small ones.  The land is currently zoned IGM (General Manufacturing).  That is the heaviest zoning Sarpy County has.  This also has rail access.  So, basically, it is a change of ownership.
Doug Kellner, Engineer, Thompson, Dreessen & Dorner, Inc., did not have any additional information to add, but would answer any questions.

Anson Nowka, resident of the area, was curious what was happening.  His main concern would be increased traffic in the area.  The road is currently in disrepair and he doesn’t think it can handle much more traffic.  Since the traffic concerns have already been addressed, he doesn’t have any problems with it.

Wees moved, seconded by Fanslau to recommend approval of a Preliminary/Final Plat for a     subdivision to be known as Chalco Industrial Park South as it meets the subdivision regulations.  Ballot:  Ayes – Bliss, Dunbar, Fanslau, Fenster, Krebs, Wees, Whitfield and Wear.  Nays – none.  Abstain – none.  Absent – Burry, Gonzalez and Gross.  Motion carried.
C.
Harold and Susan Keefer, 10302 Platteview Road, Papillion request approval of a Special Use Permit to allow open and enclosed storage of recreational vehicles and trailers on the following described property, to wit:  the E1/2 of the SW1/4 of Sec 16, Twp 13N, Rng 12E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska.  (103rd & Platteview Road)
Ken Tex noted the owners of the property already operate a storage facility on their land.  The new zoning regulations that were passed recently now allows this as a special use in land zoned for agriculture.

Pat Sullivan stated this has not always been a permitted use on agricultural land.  With a Special Use Permit, the County can control what goes on.  Neighborhood associations usually don’t allow these vehicles to be parked at people’s homes.  This new zoning opens the market and allows reasonable competition.  This storage facility is compatible with the area and no screening is necessary as there are no subdivisions near it.

Don Fenster asked if a time limit was appropriate for this application?

Ken indicated they could put a time limit on the application if they felt necessary.  

Doug Whitfield asked what happens if they don’t abide by the operational plan?

Ken stated the County could call them back in for a review of the application and that it could be revoked.

Fenster moved, seconded by Bliss to recommend approval of a Special Use Permit to allow open  and closed storage of recreational vehicles and trailers for a period of five years as it meets the comprehensive plan and zoning regulations.

Ken asked for this to be tabled until October 17 as the Count Attorney’s Office still have some things they want to look at in this regulation.
