To The Sarpy County Board of Commissioners:

The Sarpy County Planning Commission held a regular meeting on June 18, 2008 in the County Board Room at the Sarpy County Courthouse, Papillion, Nebraska.  Chairman Wees called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. with the following members present: Susie Bliss, Courtney Dunbar, Bill Krebs, Bernie Marquardt, Doug Whitfield, Alan Wear and Tom Wees.  Absent were: Don Fenster, Greg Gonzalez, Stacy Gross.  Also in attendance and introduced were the staff members:  Ken Tex, Planning & Building Director, and Cindy Gilbert, Recording Secretary.

Chairman Wees noted that a copy of the Open Meeting Law is posted in the Board Room.

Mark Wayne introduced Rebecca Horner as the Planning Director of Sarpy County.  He said she was the Assistant Planning Director for Papillion.  He is glad to have her on board.  She will be located in the Building Inspectors Office until the new wing is complete.  

Chairman Wees asked for a motion to approve to agenda.

II.        REGULAR AGENDA ITEMS:

Ken Ritzdorf, 2918 S 219 Street, Elkhorn, requests approval of a Special Use Trailer Permit to park a single wide mobile home for recreational use only on the following described property, to wit:  Lot 28BP, Vencils Island, in Sec 20, Twp 14N, Rng 10E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska.  (252nd street in Vencils Island)
Ken Tex stated this trailer has been sitting in this location for many years.  It has recently been sold to Mr. Ritzdorf.  He noted these permits are generally good for three years and are renewable upon a publication.

B. 
Henry Leitner, 7007 S 181st Street, Suite 106, Omaha, requests approval of a Special Use Permit to allow a drinking establishment (beer garden) in a BG (General Business) Zoning District on the following described property, to wit:  Lot 3, Sunridge Replat 3, a subdivision as platted and surveyed in Sarpy County, Nebraska.  (181st & Harrison)
Ken Tex noted the Rum Runner Lounge had taken out a building permit in August of 2007 and completed their finish in December of 2007.  In the meantime, new zoning regulations were approved.  Since Mr. Leitner had not started his outside beer garden before the new regulations became effective, it caused him to have to re-apply for a Special Use Permit to allow the sale of alcoholic beverages in a General Business District.  The beer garden will have a fence that is regulated by the State Liquor Commission.  Patrons will have to walk into the bar in order to get to the beer garden.
Henry Leitner stated he had spoke to the owner of the Day Care Center and noted that parking would not be a problem.  He is putting up a 4 foot wrought iron fence with a locked gate.

Ken also noted the residents in the area aren’t all that close to the bar.

· Dunbar moved, seconded by Marquardt, to recommend approval of the Special Use Permit to allow a liquor establishment (beer garden) in a BG (General Business) Zoning District as it meets the Comprehensive Development Plan and the Zoning Regulations.  Ballot:  Ayes – Bliss, Dunbar, Krebs, Marquardt, Whitfield, Wear and Wees.  Nays – none.  Abstain – none.  Absent – Fenster, Gonzalez and Gross.  Motion carried.  
C. 
Western Land Company (Gale Wickersham), 10580 S 147th Street, Omaha, requests approval of a Change of Zone from AG to BG and BHS on the following described property, to wit:  Part of the SW1/4 and the SE1/4 of Sec 34, Twp 14N, Rng 11E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska.  (I-80 and 168th Street)

Ken stated this portion of the plat for Wicks Southpointe is on the south side of the current subdivision.  During the first phase of Wicks Southpointe, the concern was raised about an additional access for emergency purposes.  The Developer agreed to open the other end of this development at 168th Street for an emergency entrance.  Tom Lynam noted in his comments that the intersection will handle the traffic for the proposed uses in this phase of the development.  Any additional users will be required to participate in road improvements.  The Preliminary Plat is for three lots, however, only two of them will come before you with the Final Plat.

Susan Bliss asked what would happen if the roads can’t handle the traffic.

Ken suggested that the subdivision agreement include wording to make road improvements.  That would be brought to the Planning Commission at the same time as the Final Plat.  
Joe Foley, Lamp, Rynearson & Associates, stated that left turn lanes were added but the signals have not been put in.  The State of Nebraska has said there is not enough traffic yet to warrant turning them on.  He also indicated they have been struggling with the grading for the addition of sewer and water lines before the road can go in.  The weather has been a key factor in that delay.  They intend to develop the requested lots in phases with Lot 10 and 11 going to Final Plat first.  Lot 12 will be brought back later for a Final Plat.  They do have detention basins in and they have determined there will be no net increase.

Comments were read from the Papio-Missouri River NRD in relationship to the drainage plan for Wicks Southpointe.  Joe Foley responded to each concern as they were read.

Bernie Marquardt asked how they intended to maintain 168th Street regarding the dust problems to area residents.  He noted it would indeed be a problem, especially in the summer months.
Ken explained how traffic studies work for gravel roads.  The traffic count helps decide how and when calcium chloride is put on the road.  It is often billed back to the homeowner if they agree to pay for treatment in front of their home.
Bernie Marquardt thinks that should be the responsibility of the owners of the subdivision to take care of the dust control since they are the reason for the added dust and traffic.

Western Land Company (Gale Wickersham), 10580 S 147th Street, Omaha, requests approval of a Preliminary Plat for a subdivision to be known as Wicks Southpointe on the following described property, to wit:  Part of the SW1/4 and the SE1/4 of Sec 34, Twp 14N, Rng 11E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska.  (I-80 and 168th Street)

· Whitfield moved, seconded by Krebs, to recommend approval of a Preliminary Plat for Lots 10-12 and Outlots 3-5 as it meets the comp plan and zoning regulations.  Ballot:  Ayes – Bliss, Dunbar, Krebs, Whitfield, Wear and Wees.  Nays – none.  Abstain – Marquardt.  Absent – Fenster, Gonzalez and Gross.  Motion carried.
