To The Sarpy County Board of Commissioners:

The Sarpy County Planning Commission held a regular meeting on March 19, 2008 in the County Board Room at the Sarpy County Courthouse, Papillion, Nebraska.  Chairman Wees called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with the following members present: Susie Bliss, Courtney Dunbar, Bill Krebs, Bernie Marquardt, Doug Whitfield, Alan Wear and Tom Wees.  Absent were: David Fanslau,  Don Fenster, Greg Gonzalez, Stacy Gross.  Also in attendance and introduced were the staff members:  Ken Tex, Planning & Building Director, Nicole O=Keefe, Deputy County Attorney and Cindy Gilbert, Recording Secretary.

Chairman Wees noted that a copy of the Open Meeting Law is posted in the Board Room.

Chairman Wees asked for a motion to approve to agenda.

Wear moved, seconded by Dunbar to approve the agenda as submitted.  Ballot:  Ayes- Bliss, Dunbar, Krebs, Marquardt, Wear, Wees and Whitfield.  Abstain – none.  Absent – Fanslau, Fenster, Gonzalez and Gross.  Motion carried.
Chairman Wees asked for a motion to approve the minutes.

Wear  moved, seconded by Krebs to approve the minutes of the February 13, 2008 meeting as submitted.  Ballot: Ayes-  Dunbar, Krebs, Marquardt, Wees and Wear.  Nays B none.  Abstain B Bliss and Whitfield.  Absent - Fanslau, Fenster, Gonzalez and Gross..  Motion carried.

II.        REGULAR AGENDA ITEMS:

Molly & Michael Kisielewski, 16515 Briar Street, Omaha, request approval of a Special Use Permit to operate an in-home beauty salon on the following described property, to wit: Lot 159, Millard Park South, a subdivision located in Sec 15, Twp 14N, Rng 11E of the 6th P.M., Sarpy County, Nebraska.  (165th & Briar Street)

Molly Kisielewski stated she was requesting a permit to have an in-home salon.  She indicated the driveway would be used for parking.  There would only be one to two people there at a time.
Ken Tex read the definition of “home occupation” and said the fact that she is licensed by another government entity is the reason why she has to apply for a Special Use Permit.  He noted there are other in-home occupations that don’t require a permit from the County.

When asked, Molly stated that her clients would park in the driveway, rarely on the street.

Chris Pietig, resident of Millard Park South, presented a letter from some neighbors in opposition to the salon because the covenants forbid this type of “Cottage Industry”.  The letter was read into record by the Recording Secretary.
Jeffrey Barbari, next door neighbor, noted his garage is located next to the salon entrance.  Because he has a classic car kept in his garage, he is concerned someone will walk into his garage and steal something.  He is also concerned about cigarette butts being thrown into his yard and the values of the homes being lowered as a result of the salon.

Alan Wear asked if there was a requested time period for the permit?

Ken replied the County Board has recently started putting a 5-year limit on these types of permits.

Molly, in her rebuttal, stated her and her husband don’t smoke, nor do they allow other people to smoke in their home and doesn’t feel that will be a problem.

· Whitfield moved, seconded by Marquardt to recommended approval of the Special Use Permit for an in-home salon as it meets the Zoning Regulations.  Ballot:  Ayes- Bliss, Dunbar, Krebs, Marquardt, Wear, Wees and Whitfield.  Abstain – none.  Absent – Fanslau, Fenster, Gonzalez and Gross.  Motion carried.
III. CORRESPONDENCE:

Ken said the County would be looking at revising their height limits in the General Business and Light Industrial Districts to accommodate the different buildings that need to go into these districts.  He noted he had already started checking with other jurisdictions to compare their regulations.  He also indicated Toby Churchill, Sarpy County Economic Development Director, would be sending a letter in support of increasing the height limit.
Ken said, at the next meeting, there is an area along Highway 370 that is not listed on our comprehensive development plan due to a change in Gretna’s annexation that will need to be addressed.  And, there is a developer who is looking at that particular area.

Ken noted the County Board had approved all the applications that were presented in their meeting on the 11th of March.
