Diseases Associated with Agent Orange Exposure 

The National Academy of Sciences Institute of Medicine formed an expert, independent panel in 1992, and has produced three reports since then.  The reports review all the available scientific literature and judge which diseases may be associated with Agent Orange exposure. The Department of Veterans Affairs can then pay disability compensation to any Vietnam veteran who develops that disease.  The list of diseases follows (Agent Orange Review, November 2005):
· Chloracne (must occur within 1 year of exposure)
· Non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma

· Soft tissue sarcoma (other than osteosarcoma, chondrosarcoma, Kaposi’s sarcoma, or     mesothelioma) 

· Hodgkin’s disease

· Porphyria cutanea tarda (must occur within 1 year of exposure)

· Multiple myeloma 

· Respiratory cancers, including cancers of lung, larynx, trachea, bronchus 

· Prostate cancer 

· Acute and subacute transient peripheral neuropathy (must appear within 1 year of exposure and resolve within 2 years of date of onset) 

· Type 2 diabetes

· Chronic lymphocytic leukemia
